  HEALTH INFORMATION 

➢ Health Alerts are sent home electronically to notify 

parents of any breakout of a contagious illness or 

hazardous contamination. Any special instructions to the 

parents will accompany the alert notice. 

➢ A child must be picked up within an hour after receiving 

notification that he/she has symptoms of a contagious 

illness or contamination. 

➢ ANY medication (prescription or over the counter) MUST 

have a COMPLETE consent form on file before the school 

administers it to a child. 

 

ACCIDENTS & EMERGENCIES 
➢ Little Sunbeams follows ADHS regulations to address 

accident & emergencies. 

➢ Emergency plans are posted in every room, accessible to 

the school personnel. 

➢ Emergency supplies are stored in every classroom: first-

aid kits, water, snacks, blanket, etc. 

➢ All staff is CPR and FIRST AID certified. 

➢ Medical information of a child is accessible to all staff. List 

of children with allergies is posted in each room. 

➢ Little Sunbeams will notify any emergency by phone, text 

or Brightwheel message as follows: 
Red Emergencies: need immediate evacuation or medical attention-

parent phone notification is made within 30 minutes of the accident. 

Yellow Emergencies: need rest and observation at home-within 1-

hour parent call and pick up. 

Green Emergencies:  need minor care (wash & Band-Aid) --within 8-

hour parent notification, including verbal notification at pick up. 

  

IMPORTANT PROVISIONS 

➢ Little Sunbeams has an open-door policy: parents can 

come to the facility at any time when in operation. 

However, expect hand sanitizing, signing -in, and other 

possible precautions to ensure security.
